Nedre Schlesien (Polen), repraesenteret ved marskallen for regionen Nedre Schlesien og
Region Midtjylland (Danmark) reprasenteret ved formanden for Regionsradet

herefter kaldet parterne:

Er drevet af behovet for at videreudvikle de positive relationer mellem Polen og
Danmark, samt bidrage til @gget samarbejde mellem regionerne, organisationer,
universiteter og virksomheder 1 Nedre Schlesien og Region Midtjylland.

Ved at bygge pa det eksisterende samarbejde mellem Ringkjgbing (Danmark) og
Nedre Schlesien (Polen), etableret ved en samarbejdsaftale indgaet d. 24. oktober 2001
1 Ringkjgbing.

Med opmarksomhed pa vigtigheden af internationale kontakter for udviklingen af
begge regioner.

Beslutter som fglger:

Artikel 1.

Parterne er enedes om at samarbejde om og stgtte den falles udveksling af erfaringer og
information indenfor fglgende omrader:

Artikel 2.

Samarbejdet mellem parterne skal fortrinsvist besta af samarbejde mellem
organisationer indenfor de specifikke omrader, og disse organisationer udarbejder og
finansiere partnerskabet i overensstemmelse med deres muligheder og behov. Der skal
ggres forsgg pa at sgge ekstern finansiering til specifikke projekter, gennem
eksempelvis nationale midler eller EU programmer.



2. Gensidige besggsprogrammer af representanter fra de to regioner skal finansieres af
regionerne indenfor rammerne af deres respektive budgetter. Udgifter forbundet med
besgg og delegationernes overnatning og forplejning skal dekkes af vaerten, medens
rejse udgifter betales af parterne selv.

Artikel 3.

p—

Parterne skal nedsatte en arbejdsgruppe der er ansvarlig for udfgrelsen af denne aftale.

2. For at sikre en passende gennemfgrelse af aftalen skal arbejdsgruppen mgdes mindst
en gang om aret for at diskutere resultaterne af aktiviteterne i partnerskabet skiftevis i
Nedre Schlesien og Region Midtjylland.

3. Arbejdsgruppen skal sammen forberede et samarbejdsprogram for hvert ar samt
udarbejde status rapporter for gennemfgrelsen af samarbejdet for at sikre en felles
forstaelse af temaer og vilkar for de felles opgaver.

Artikel 4.
I gensidig forstaelse skal parterne arrangere konkrete aktiviteter, der bidrager til udviklingen
af denne samarbejdsaftale.

Artikel 5.

Parterne skal udveksle de ngdvendige erfaringer med henblik pa at udvikle partnerskabet.

Artikel 6.

Parterne skal agere I overensstemmelse med den relevante lovgivning i1 hver parts land.

Artikel 7.

Stridspunkter vedrgrende tolkning og implementering af bestemmelserne i denne aftale skal
lgses uden retslige opggr ved gensidigt samrad og forhandling mellem partnerne.

Artikel 8.

Denne aftale skal indgas for en 4-arig periode. Aftalen udvides automatisk med yderligere 4
ar safremt ingen af parterne gnsker at afslutte aftalen. Afbrydelse af aftalen skal meddeles
skriftligt tre maneder fgr dens udlgb.



Artikel 9.
Denne aftale skal treede i1 kraft ved dens underskrivelse af begge regioner. Aftalen blev

Cooperation Agreement
between
the Lower Silesian Voivodeship (Republic of Poland)
and
the Central Denmark Region (Kingdom of Denmark)

The Lower Silesian Voivodeship (Republic of Poland), represented by the Marshal of the
Lower Silesian Voivodeship and the Region of Central Denmark Region (Kingdom of
Denmark), represented by the Chairman of the Regional Council.

hereinafter referred to as Parties

driven by the need of further development and positive relations between the Republic
of Poland and the Kingdom of Denmark, as well as seeking to foster cooperation
between communities, organizations, universities and enterprises of the Lower
Silesian Voivodeship and the Central Denmark Region;

taking into consideration the long cooperation between Ringkjobing (Kingdom of
Denmark) and the Lower Silesian Voivodeship (Republic of Poland), sanctioned by a
cooperation agreement signed on 24 October 2001
in Ringkjobing;

acknowledging the special importance of international contacts for the development of
both regions,

decide as follows:

Article 1

The Parties shall undertake cooperation and mutual exchange of experience and information
concerning:

the development of existing and the creation of new enterprises;
the usage of modern technologies;

the promotion of innovativeness;

the development of human resources;

economy and tourism;

culture;

the functioning of healthcare and social institutions;

the development of rural and restructured areas.



Article 2

1. The exchange of information and experience shall be executed by means of
cooperation between organizations in specific areas, providing that said organizations
execute and finance the partnership in accordance with their capabilities and needs.
The Parties shall make every effort and undertake any activities in order to secure
external funding for individual projects from national funds or European Union
resources.

2. Mutual visits of the representatives of both Parties shall be financed by both regions
within the framework of their respective budgets. The expenditure related to the visit
and the delegation's accommodation shall be covered by the inviting Party, whereas
the expenditure related to travel costs shall be covered by each Party's own means.

Article 3

1. The Parties establish a work group which shall be responsible for the execution of the
present Agreement.

2. In order to guarantee a harmonious execution of the terms hereof, the Polish-Danish
work group shall meet once a year, alternately in Lower Silesia and in the Central
Denmark Region.

3. The work group shall prepare an annual cooperation agenda, drawing up an
appropriate implementation protocol, with a view to determine the topics and the
conditions of the joint undertakings in detail.

Article 4
In compliance with the principle of reciprocity, the Parties shall decide about the organization
of permanent projects, which shall contribute to the development of cooperation, in detailed
programmes.

Article 5
The Parties shall exchange information which is indispensable for the development of
cooperation.

Article 6
The cooperation shall be carried out in line with the internal legislation of each of the Parties.

Article 7

Any disputable matters related to the interpretation and implementation hereof shall be settled
amicably by mutual consultations and negotiations between the Parties.



Article 8
The present Agreement shall be concluded for a period of four years. It shall be automatically
prolonged for further four-year-long periods, unless it is revoked in writing by any Party three
months prior to its expiry.

Article 9
The present Agreement becomes effective with the date of conclusion hereof. The Agreement

has been prepared in ................... on this day of .................. in two copies, each in the
following languages: Polish, Danish and English, all of the texts being equally effective.

Background

The cooperation between Lower Silesia, Poland and Central Denmark Region,
Denmark is a continuation of the work carried out between Lower Silesia and
former Ringkjgbing Amt (now part of Central Denmark Region). The
cooperation agreement has been under development during 2007, and due to
the structural reform in Denmark and the General Election in Poland the
process took a bit longer than expected.

We wish to build the future activities on the former experiences and in addition
to that to exploit new opportunities. In order to have a transparent process the
aim is to develop an action plan each year with an indication for activities in
the following year. After each year a report should be drawn up to document
the activities together with a new action plan.

Action plan for 2008

half of 2008.

Initiating a project between Horsens municipality and youth organisation in
Wroclaw dealing with the issue of young people and education. This should be
done in the frame of the Interreg IVB Baltic Sea Programmme.



Students’ exchange between Silkeborg Gymnasium, Denmark and Osiecka
Upper Secondary School Complex, Poland, and Schools in Rimini, Italy through
the Comenius Programme. To the project would join also schools from Bulgaria
(Plowdiw) and from Great Britain (Devon County).

Visit of Mr Tadeusz Krason from Regional Assembly of Disabled in Wroclaw to
Central Denmark Region (3-day study visit).
